A second method is to use the RSS feed
for the Zephyrs blog, http://sierranevadaairstreams.org/snuze/ where newletter posting announcements are made along with
other RV and SNU related items. The third is to just keep an eye on the newsletter page of the SNU website to look for new
issues online.
